	Data Warehousing and OLAP for Developers
	Data Warehousing & OLAP are powerful concepts that developers can take advantage of on their projects and to further their careers.

This session will debunk common myths and misconceptions about Data Warehousing & OLAP, and explain the basic foundational data modeling, data loading, and development concepts from a developer's point of view. Using financial examples (eg: equities market data, credit exposure for derivatives, etc...) we will highlight the important concepts with SQL, MDX and C# code.

	This presentation will cover the basics of test driven development and demonstrate the techniques to do so with nUnit/testdriven.net.  We will also show a technique for doing UI testing. (Basic)

	Jean Barmash is a Senior Consultant and Trainer at Infusion Development (www.infusion.com), a Microsoft Certified Gold Partner.  In that role, he splits his time between architecture, training, team management, and hands-on development.

	Web 2.0 - Facebook Application Development
	The current trend on the web is that it’s becoming programmable.   Mashups have been around for years, but recently social networking sites have also joined the fray by opening up their own APIs.  Facebook is one of the leaders of the movement.  Having released their API in May, there are thousands of applications written for it already.  The developers thus can get access to a huge user base, and get the benefits of the already defined relationships between the users.   In this talk, we will talk about the Facebook API, and show an example application built using it. (Intermediate)

	Building Dashboards with PerformancePoint Server and the Microsoft BI stack
	Microsoft’s PerformancePoint Server is now “GA” (generally available) and represents an important milestone for Microsoft’s Business Intelligence strategy.  For the first time ever, Microsoft now has a full BI stack, including the base OLAP database platform in Analysis Services, sophisticated analytic capabilities acquired from ProClarity, Reporting Services, Excel and SharePoint integration, and PerformacePoint’s full planning and dashboarding capabilities, all “under one roof.”  Sounds great, doesn’t it?  But the reality is that this vast array of products, and understanding how to use them together, can create a barrier to adoption and comfort with the technology.  Technologists’ relatively low familiarity with BI creates even more friction. 

In this session we’ll learn how to build an advanced dashboard in PerformancePoint, but we’ll also get a quick understanding of OLAP cubes, and see how to combine tools like ProClarity, Excel Services, and their output, into our dashboard.  Come learn the headline product, as well as its supporting components.

	Debugging Tools for Windows
	Does your application consume too much memory? Would you like to know how to locate dead locks? Would you like to take a snap shot of a production ASP.NET application so that it can be debugged off line? Would you like to know how to debug a service that fails on start up?

A combination of Debugging Tools for Windows and some other very nifty tools will help you with all of these.  I will examine the concepts behind these tools and demo how to use them. (Advanced)

Primarily a C# developer, she has a strong background in C++ and loves object oriented design, distributed architecture and test driven development. In her free time she relaxes with her husband and dog, works out and plays video games.
	Testing with Mocks
	Mock objects are an important component of test-driven development (TDD) because they simplify and decouple tests. Wendy Friedlander demystifies mock objects as she shares her experience in developing applications "test-first." Participants will help create a simple application written test first using mock objects to learn how and why they are used. (Intermediate)


	Goff, Kevin S. (Common Ground Solutions)

	Kevin S. Goff is a Microsoft MVP for C#.  He is a regular columnist for CoDe Magazine  (Baker’s Dozen Productivity Series).  He’s the author of the “Take Five with SQL 2005” online series for SetFocus, and he’s a contract trainer for SetFocus (MS Gold Partner for .NET and SQL Training).

Kevin is a frequent speaker at Code Camp and User group events.  He is also a book author: “Pro VS 2005 Reporting with SQL Server and Crystal Reports”.
	Crash Course on LINQ and Visual Studio 2008 Language Enhancements
	First part of the session covers the new language features (1-2 code samples each).  This part covers “easy” new features: automatic properties, collection initializers, anonymous types.  It also covers more advanced new features: extensions methods, lambdas.  Then I explain why it’s important to understand these new ones before we get into LINQ.

The second part covers LINQ, using  several code samples for the following: LINQ to SQL, using either SQLMetal, LINQ to SQL files, creating contexts manually. Discussion topics include: generated SQL queries, what happens when you don’t specify JOIN in the query, etc. We also cover LINQ to DataSets, LINQ To XML, LINQ to Objects.

I cover general LINQ query structure, and query functions such as CONTAINS, ANY, SKIP/TAKE, lambdas to create calculated expressions, etc.  I also focus on IEnumerable, and how to pump LINQ results into custom lists.

I also present an extension method, ToADOTable, to pump the results of a LINQ result into a datatable  (since Microsoft dropped that in Beta 2).

Bottom line, attendees will walk away with a large amount of small and reusable code samples.

	
	Intro to WCF
	This is for attendees who don’t know anything about WCF, and also don’t want to see tons of slides with diagrams and WCF theory.

This is an absolute beginner session for WCF. I start by talking about what you need to download and install.

I create a series of small projects, so attendees can see them being built.  I focus on interfaces, service contracts, bindings, end point addresses, and how you can set them in configuration files.

I also show how you can specify multiple endpoint addresses.

I create server apps that are hosted in both .NET as well as IIS.

I cover the differences between ASMX and WCF   (some things are done differently).

The goal of the session is to “demystify” WCF for those who haven’t touched it yet.


	Gomis, Pete (Pitney Bowes)

	Peter Gomis is a Principal Software Engineer for Pitney Bowes, and has been working with Microsoft software development technologies for most of his 15-year career.  A convert from VB, he does most of his development in C# and has been working with the .NET Framework since v1.0.  Peter has a broad spectrum of experience that includes component-based framework development, web, and Windows applications.  In addition to software development work, Peter has also taught programming and other computer-related courses at local community colleges.
	.NET Framework - What's in a name?
	This session reviews the different .NET Framework versions, corresponding CLR versions, and information to help guide the migration of existing applications.  With the release of .NET 3.0 and 3.5 there was/is lots of confusion as to application compatibility, so this presentation is focused on addressing those issues.

	Light up the Web with Microsoft Silverlight
	Users continue to expect more of the Web. Many sites now feature active animations and media elements, without breaking the browser navigation metaphor or requiring the user to endure long and often complex installations. Microsoft provides a broad spectrum of tools to help developers build applications that target the Web and the desktop. However, a new blended segment is emerging that includes characteristics of both – providing rich experiences and incorporating media elements seamlessly inside the browser. Microsoft Silverlight (the technology formerly known as WPF/E) is a brand new solution that equips developers to create visually stunning, interactive applications that run on multiple browsers and operating systems and are painlessly deployed to the end users. 

In this session, you’ll learn all about Silverlight from a developer’s perspective, including how to build rich, interactive applications using Visual Studio, as well as Microsoft’s powerful new designer tool, Expression Blend. You’ll also see how to create dynamic experiences with the Extensible Application Markup Language (XAML), how to manipulate the overall application or experience with code, and how to retrieve data and media from a Web service and incorporate it all into a Silverlight application.

• Building rich, interactive applications with Visual Studio and Expression Blend 

• How to create dynamic experiences with XAML 

• Application and experience manipulation with code 

• Incorporating Web service data and media into Silverlight applications

	Multi-threaded Design Patterns with C#
	This session is for those who already know the threading primitives in the .NET library and wish to add to their tool box some set of design patterns for managing threads and synchronizing data that they share.  Some patterns will involve the built-in patterns which .NET already provides and other patterns will be aimed at learning how to efficiently and safely exploit concurrency in order to both solve problems and take advantage of multiple processor environments.  Using design patterns, this session will seek to reduce the effort required in adding concurrency to your solutions and provide you with manageable and testable designs.  (Advanced)

	Windows Workflow Foundation
	Intro session to WWF but applicable for people with at least intermediate .NET knowledge and ability.  It covers what a workflow is, context for usage in a business-process scenario, advantages for logging/auditing compared to a hand-crafted AOP solution, and hands-on use and ease of unit testing in an agile environment.


	Walling, Rob (The Numa Group)

	Rob Walling is a Microsoft MVP in ASP.NET. His New Haven-based consulting firm, The Numa Group, provides ASP.NET development for customers throughout the U.S and sells DotNetInvoice, the most popular ASP.NET invoicing system on the market. Rob is the author of popular technology blog Software by Rob, discussing software startups and hiring, managing, motivating, and retaining software developers.
	Using LINQ to SQL and Project Templates for Web 2.0 Agility
	"Release early, release often" is a common mantra these days when discussing Web 2.0. To reduce development time and keep pace with open source languages and frameworks, .NET developers have relied on third party components, code generation or ORM. The time has come to integrate our native tools into a powerful framework that will allow us to quickly respond to market demands. This presentation will not address long-release cycle enterprise development, but will discuss using Microsoft's object persistence framework (LINQ to SQL) and Visual Studio Project Templates to support lightning-fast, iterative development for public-facing web applications. (Intermediate)


	Wixson, Lambert (Arrowsight)

	Lambert Wixson is Chief Technology Officer at Arrowsight, where he has held this position since late 2001.  Prior to joining Arrowsight / ParentWatch, he was a Member of Technical Staff at Sarnoff Corporation, where he specialized in video processing, image processing, and embedded systems.    At Arrowsight, he leads 4 teams that cover the database and web services, the user interface, video browsing, and customer-specific integration.
	XSD files can do that?  Who knew?
	XML schema files (a.k.a., XSD files) are commonly used to ensure a consistent format for XML requests and replies.  This talk will illustrate some of the lesser-known features of XSD files that are especially useful for automatically validating or restricting data.  We’ll use Altova’s XMLSpy tool to walk through features such as XSD simple and complex types, restricting types using facets and enumerations, and type inheritance.  We’ll also examine how to use your own XSD in conjunction with .NET web services, and how to generate C# code from an XSD file. (Based on work with K. Saha and A. Gulyansky.) (Intermediate)

	Building a Web 2.0 Web Site with ASP.NET
	This session will introduce developers to the basic building blocks of a Web 2.0 application, using ASP.NET and a bunch of free tools and technologies. Topics within the session include: Creating reflections and gradient backgrounds with Paint.NET, easy rounded corners with Curvy Corners, using jQuery and/or Prototype for AJAX, validation and DHTML effects, tagging and tag clouds, easy maps with Mapstraction, creating an RSS feed, and Monorail and ActiveRecord for faster than Web Forms development.
The code for a site of reasonable complexity will be used to demonstrate each of the above topics. (Intermediate)
